Matt. 4:19 And He said to them, “Follow Me, and | will make you fishers of men.”

Matt. 28:19 “Go therefore and make disciples of all the nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father and the
Son and the Holy Spirit."

"How about we play a four on four game of basketball? Me and my friends against you and yours. You know, 1 am not very good at the
game. What? Who are my friends? Let's see, it'll just be me and Larry Bird, Michael Jordan, and 1.eBron James." You get the point? It
doesn't matter if I am any good. I've already won the game because of my team. When you share the gospel, it doesn't
matter 7f you are any good. It's the team. You have partnered with the best, the Father, the Son, and the Holy Spitit. They
will cover your back, so get in the game.

1Pet. 2:9 But you are A CHOSEN RACE, A royal PRIESTHOOD, A HOLY NATION, A PEOPLE FOR God'’s
OWN POSSESSION, so that you may proclaim the excellencies of Him who has called you out of darkness into
His marvelous light.
